MERCADO DA CEMIG - CEMIG S MARKET PRESENCE
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O CAMINHO DO DESENVOLVIMENTO

A Cemig é um dos mais so6lidos e importantes grupos do segmento
de energia elétrica do Brasil, sendo constituido por 58 empresas e
10 consorcios. Companhia de capital aberto controlada pelo Governo
do Estado de Minas Gerais, a Cemig possui 114,6 mil acionistas
em 44 paises. Suas acdes sdo negociadas nas Bolsas de Valores de
Sdo Paulo, Nova York e Madri. Hoje, a Empresa é uma referéncia na
economia global, reconhecida pela sua atuacdo sustentavel. Ha 11
anos consecutivos, faz parte do Dow Jones Sustainability World Index
(DJSI World), sendo a Unica do setor de energia da América Latina a
integrar esse seleto grupo de empresas desde a sua criacdo. O Grupo
Cemig é reconhecido pela sua dimensdo e competéncia técnica.

A Empresa é a maior no segmento de distribuicdo de energia elétrica
do Brasil, com cerca de 10,8 milhdes de consumidores em 805
municipios dos estados de Minas Gerais e Rio de Janeiro, atendendo
aproximadamente 30 milhdes de pessoas. Também é a maior
comercializadora do Pais, responsavel por quase 25% do mercado
de energia livre. E um dos maiores grupos geradores responsavel
pela operacdo de 67 usinas, com capacidade instalada de 6.896
megawatts. A atuacdo da Cemig estende-se a 19 estados brasileiros,

além do Distrito Federal, e ao Chile. Tornou-se controladora da Light,
ampliando participagdo na distribuidora que atende o Rio de Janeiro e
outras cidades fluminenses. Também possui participacdo em empresas
transmissoras de energia elétrica (TBE e Taesa), investimentos no
segmento de gas natural (Gasmig), telecomunicacdes (Cemig Telecom)
e eficiéncia energética (Efficientia). Em Rondo6nia, a Cemig integra o
consorcio responsavel pela implantacdo da Hidrelétrica de Santo
Antonio no Rio Madeira. Seguindo a politica de investimentos em fontes
renovaveis de energia, a Cemig adquiriu participacdo acionaria em trés
parques eolicos da Energimp S.A. (Impsa), com capacidade instalada de
99,6 megawatts, no Ceara. Em 2010, a Cemig foi selecionada pela sexta
vez consecutiva para compor o indice de Sustentabilidade Empresarial
(ISE) da Bovespa. Foi classificada ainda como “Prime” pela Oekom
Research, agéncia alema de “rating” de sustentabilidade. E também a
Unica concessionaria do setor elétrico da América Latina a fazer parte
do The Global Dow Index. Criado em 2008, o indice americano inclui
150 empresas de 25 paises, consideradas lideres mundiais, e tem por
objetivo servir como referéncia no mercado internacional. No Brasil,
apenas trés companhias foram listadas.

( THE ROUTE OF

DEVELOPMENT )

Cemig, comprised of 58 companies and 10 consortia, is one of the
most solid and important groups in the electric energy sector in Brazil.
Cemig is an open capital company controlled by the Government of the
State of Minas Gerais, and its shares are held by 114,600 shareholders
in 44 countries. Its shares are traded on the Sdo Paulo, New York and
Madrid Stock Exchanges. Cemig today is a benchmark in the global
economy, renowned for its sustainable practices. For 11 consecutive
years it has been part of the Dow Jones Sustainability World Index (DJSI
World) and is the only company in the Latin American energy sector to
be part of this index since its creation. The Cemig Group is recognized
for its technical stature and competence.

The Company is the largest in the electric energy distribution segment
in Brazil, with roughly 10.8 million consumers in 805 municipalities in
the states of Minas Gerais and Rio de Janeiro, serving approximately 30
million people. It is also the largest energy commercialization company
in the country, as it has a share of almost 25% in the free energy
market. It is one of the largest generation groups and is responsible
for the operation of 67 power plants with an installed capacity of
6,896 megawatts. Cemig operates in 19 states in Brazil, in addition

to the Distrito Federal and Chile. It has become the controller of Light,
expanding its stake in this energy distributor that serves the city of Rio
de Janeiro and other cities in the state of the same name. It also has a
stake in two electric energy transmission companies (TBE and Taesa),
investments in the natural gas segment (Gasmig), telecommunications
(Cemig Telecom) and energy efficiency (Efficientia). In Rondonia,
Cemig is part of the consortium responsible for the installation of
the Santo Antonio Hydroelectric Plant on the Madeira River. In line
with its policy of investing in renewable sources of energy, Cemig
has acquired an equity stake in three wind farms owned by Energimp
S.A. (Impsa), with an installed capacity of 99.6 megawatts, in Ceara.
In 2010 Cemig was selected for the sixth consecutive time to be part
of Bovespa’s Corporate Sustainability Index (ISE). It was classified as
“Prime” by Oekom Research, a German sustainability ratings agency.
It is also the only electric energy utility in Latin America to be part of
The Global Dow Index. Created in 2008, this American index includes
150 companies from 25 countries that are considered world leaders
and has the goal of service as a benchmark in the international market.
Only three companies from Brazil have been listed in this index.
